1. APOLOGIES

2. declarations of interest

3. notes of the meeting held on 14th July 2009


Accepted as an accurate record.

4. matters arising

· Lena advised that she is now working with the Newly formed Advisory Group re the LSP CAA Self Assessment Implementation Action Plan (which includes the communication plan) and the Delivery Group Action plan review.    

· Clive Pembleton, Head of Wyedean School has confirmed receipt of our information. LM hoping that Clive will be able to attend our next meeting in October.   
· C&YP: Jackie not at the meeting. LM to progress via C &YP Delivery Group

· Glos Young Carers – Jan advised that the PCT already give Glos Young Carers funding which they decide how to allocate.   


All other actions on the agenda.

5. CINDERFORD REGENERATION PROGRAMME Update (Wendy Jackson) :


Wendy ran through the business plan project schedule for August that was attached 
to 
the agenda as pre reading.  

AAP/Masterplan (Northern Quarter): Valid until 2020 inline with the Regional Spatial Strategy… 

Partners asked for more information as the 6 week consultation process detailed doesn’t appear to comply with the Glos Charter: Wendy advised that this was one element of a wider consultation process which conforms to national requirements. With specific reference to the parishes Wendy advised that she regularly reports to the 5 parishes around Cinderford. As highlighted in the notes there will also be another opportunity to contribution to the consultation process.  It was confirmed that Option 2 is the preferred direction of travel.  A final document is due autumn 2010.  

Partners queried what would happen to the Berry Hill site if the RFDC did move to Cinderford.  What would happen to the Leisure Centre? What plans would be made for redevelopment of that site. What would the travel plan/s be forgetting people to Cinderford?  Wendy said that it was early days yet but this would be something that the RFDC would have to do a feasibility study.  Board members felt that this was something that they needed to monitor and influence.

How does the Cinderford Business Plan align with the Sustainable Community Strategy for the district?  How do we link projects and activity? How does the Cinderford Board function?  Partners recognised that the Cinderford Regeneration Programme had taking 10-12 years to get to its current juncture and that now is a key time to ensure that there is a process to make appropriate links.   It was highlighted that some parishes around Cinderford are frustrated at the length of time things have taken; that there is consultation overload; that they are frustrated at the length of time it take to make anything happen. Possible links were identified across the delivery groups – ie the Foyer/build and train project; the learning champions project (which happened in the pilot as evidenced in the article on the back page of the Splash newsletter); Health related issues…….

Steve suggested the Board reciprocate the presentation and he attend a Cinderford Board meeting to highlight the LSP activity.

Action: It was agreed that Wendy and Steve would meet up to discuss how this would happen and what the practical recommendations could be.

The Chair thanked Wendy for her update and attendance at the meeting. Wendy left the meeting.

6. FOREST OF DEAN HEAlTH PROFILE (see attached) by Dr Shona Arora
 
 Shona’s PowerPoint presentation (copy attached) gave an overview of the annual ADPH 
report (the Forest of Dean profile) which was circulated with the agenda.  

The data for the Forest of Dean Profile comes from the Joint Strategic Needs Assessment (JSNA) Board which is a statutory requirement and is led by GCC in partnership with the PCT. This Board feeds into the Gloucestershire Health and Well Being Partnership which Frank Baynham sits on representing the Older Peoples Access to Services Delivery Group.  Tim Perrin used to be a member of this group and in the interim Marion Winship attended in his place.  The JSNA Board want representation from districts and the Forest has been invited but there was some concern regarding attendance.  It was confirmed that Tess Tremlett, FoDDC Health & Well Being Manager, has been invited to the Board but the first meeting had coincided with annual leave.  It was confirmed that there would be Forest representation in future.

  
 JSNA data is available as an e-resource. Current site has 06/07 data but 07/08 data is in the 
process of being uploaded. This can be accessed via the MAIDeN website on the GCC 
website.  


The Children & Young Peoples data is not included as the directorate at GCC do their own 
needs assessments but they are working in parallel and the PCT plan to put  this data into the 
same format so that it is user friendly.


It was felt that the evidence reinforces the need to ensure cross cutting between the LSP and 
Cinderford Regeneration Project     

Shona ran through a number of issue which the report highlights – the access to services data corresponds to the Sustainable Community Strategy and the structure of the LSP but it was highlighted that potentially there is a Children and Young Peoples delivery group and an older peoples delivery group but what about the people in the middle?  How can we as a partnership evidence that we are not missing this section of the community out?  Lena advised that she has been reviewing with Tess Tremlett (FoDDC Health & Well Being Manager) and Michelle Le Mero (FoD Public Health Manager) and is in the process of reviewing with the Advisory Group.

Circulated with the agenda was the revised Health Inequalities Funding application form which reflects the priorities outlined in the Forest of Dean Health Profile (ADPH report) and would be open to all delivery groups to apply.

7. Place Delivery Group Update by Colin Studholme (Delivery Group Chair)

 As the meeting had run over time Colin agreed to give a brief overview and a formal 
 presentation at the next meeting on 13th October.


 Colin highlighted to partners that the group had found it difficult to make progress 
 
 without dedicated admin support or resources. 


 Two key issues for the group as agreed with the Board business waste and climate 
change.


Business Waste – The Board had approved a brief to commission Dean FERN to do 
some work on behalf of the LSP but other projects had taken precedence and the work 
is still outstanding.  It was felt that was timely as the work will now respond to the 
current economic climate. 


Climate Change: delivery group partners split up into groups looking at mitigation and 
adaptation and are in the process of bringing together a Climate Change Strategy 
which will be based on what partners can realistically do. The timeline is still a draft to 
be available for September, followed by a 12-week consultation process.  Place group 
partners highlighted the need to connect and enable parishes. It had been suggested 
that Civil Emergency planning would be something the partnership could support, 
working with the district councils officer, Phil Jones. Colin Evers and Martin Quaile 
reiterated the need for Civil Emergency planning support with parishes. The Board 
recognised the potential threat of swine flu this autumn/winter. Planning for the worst – 
business continuity planning; focusing on vulnerable people.


The Board have already signed up to the climate change declaration and Place Group 
partners would like to ask Board members to provide case studies of practical 
examples from within their organisations.   


Colin agreed to email partners information prior to the board meeting so that they had 
time to digest before the meeting.


Action: Colin to provide information to be emailed to partners prior to the next 
Board meeting on 13th October. 
8. any other business

· Malcom gave the Board an update from the Housing Delivery Group regarding the build and train/foyer project (summary attached). The delivery group requested the Boards permission to draw down £3K from the reserved £10K to engage the Foyer Federation to carry out the initial work to draw up a business plan for the project and for the Housing Task group to agree a clear project plan.  As the LAG chair Bob acknowledged that the project had a way to go but fully supported this way forward.  All Board members supported the recommendation.  Action: The housing delivery group to engage the Foyer Federation to proceed with stage one
· Lena reminded partners that the Youth Awards were on the 9th October 

· Graham raised concerns regarding the proposed cuts to the No. 73 between Chepstow and Lydney – the potential for this to isolate young people in that area even more.   Lena advised that she had been informed that a survey had shown that the service wasn’t actually being used.

· Shona gave an update re Swine Flu planning.


On behalf of the board the Chair thanked Shona for coming to present the FoD Health 
profile to partners.
